1. Read, understand and comply with all 

instructions included in this manual and in 

the machine before assembling and putting 

it into operation.

Operation of the Wood Chipper   

1.Check the oil and fuel level before starting 

the engine.   

2 . Do not put hands near rotating parts or 

power inputs . Contact with the chipper and 

rotating parts –while in operation- can 

seriously damage fingers, hands .   

3. Before operating the machine , open it. 

Check and clean the rotor of foreign debris 

objects , make sure the cutting chamber is 

empty and free of any foreign material.   

4 . Thoroughly inspect all material to to be 

chipped and remove any foreign objects -

such as nails, glass, steel wire, etc- that 

could cause injury to you or damage the 

machine.   

5 . Do not attempt to chop material larger 

than specified in this manual. Puts you at risk 

of injury or damaging the chipper.   

6. Keep all guards and safety elements in 

place and in good condition.

4. Before cleaning, repairing or inspecting 

the chipper, stop the engine and check all 

moving parts have stopped.   

5 . Do not change the engine governor 

settings or over speed the same. The 

governor controls the maximum safe 

operating speed of the engine.   

6. Maintain or replace safety and instruction 

labels as necessary.   

7. Follow the instructions in this manual safely 

storing this machine off season.
